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ANTI-CORRUPTION CLAUSE  

of relations with external organizations and business partners 

 

1. A party that has a relationship, contractual obligations or is a supplier or business 

partner of S. Seifullin Kazakh Agrotechnical Research University NJSC (hereinafter 

referred to as the University) agrees that it will fully comply with:: 

1) all applicable legislative requirements of the Republic of Kazakhstan in terms of 

combating corruption; 

2)  internal regulatory documents of the anti-corruption management system of the 

University; 

3) Anti-Corruption Policy of the University; 

4) Policy for resolving conflicts. 

 

2. In performing their duties, the Party and its officers, managers, employees and 

authorized representatives agree that they will not: 

1) carry out processes that could potentially lead to bribes and actions falling under this 

term, namely: offering, promising, giving, accepting or soliciting an undue advantage in any 

form (both financial and non-financial), directly or through intermediaries , regardless of 

location, in violation of applicable law, as an incentive or reward for a person acting or 

refraining from acting within the scope of the activity for which he is responsible or any 

combination of the above, and / or related to the implementation of legislation in the field of 

counteraction management system corruption of the University;; 

2) violate the interest conflict policy of the University, namely create a contradiction 

between their interests, and the personal interests of persons who are employees of the 

University, in which a conflict of interest can lead to improper performance of their 

official powers. 

3. The Party and its officials, managers, employees and authorized representatives 

undertake to notify the University of anti-corruption requirements violations, corruption 

risks or incidents, and similar cases, when fulfilling their contractual obligations, in the 

scope of the University's anti-corruption management system.
